The following items CANNOT be worn at school or to school related events

Clothing (tops & bottoms) that exposes the stomach or bottom, or
that is excessively tight, see-through, off the shoulder, backless, or
low-cut

Clothing or jewelry with abusive, suggestive or profane language,
symbols of drugs/weapons, or any other words, symbols or slogans
that disrupt the learning environment

Bedroom shoes/slippers, flip flops, Crocs, sandals, etc. Note: All
shoes must have a fully closed toe & heel

Pants worn below the waist or worn to expose undergarments
Long shirts or sweatshirts that cover shorts (lamp shading)
Sleeveless tops or tank tops

Front zippered sweatshirts and jackets without an appropriate shirt
beneath

Headgear (scarves, bandanas, stocking caps, hats, sunglasses,
doo-rags, combs, or costume wigs)

Any type of dress or grooming deemed inappropriate, offensive, or
disruptive will not be permitted
