What is a Title One School? 

Title I is the largest federally funded 
educational program.  A Title I school is a 

school receiving federal funds for students. 
The basic principle of Title I is that schools 

with large concentrations of low-income 
students receive supplemental funds to meet 

students’ educational goals.

● The compact is a commitment from the school, the parent/family, and the student, to 
share in the responsibility for improved academic achievement

● Parents and families of students in Title I schools have the right to be involved in the 
revision/review of the School Compact

School Compacts will be sent out through homeroom teacher
 We need > 90% of compacts completed. 



Targeted Support and Improvement 

● North Carolina's Every Student Succeeds Act 
(ESSA) State Plan identifies schools for targeted 
support and improvement when schools have 
student subgroups that are underperforming 

● Our SWD have an identified gap in their progress as 
compared to other tested subgroups.
